Lesson Plan:  Make A Positive Impression-Interview and Building Relationships Skills-Grade 5-6

Lesson Plan - (Written Format)

Objective:

 The student will:  

· Explore skills and attitudes necessary for an excellent interview

· Apply those skills during a  “mock” interview. 

Materials:  List of Interview Questions, Checklist  (Included) 

Core Lesson: 

1. Teacher will provide a short list “Interview Questions” to be used during the “mock” interview.

2. Divide students into groups of 3-4 students. 

3. Using the questions provides the students will conduct a “mock” interview.  

4. Each candidate will be critiqued using the checklist provided.  Encourage students to provide additional comments and suggestions to help each other. 

5. Students will take turns interviewing and completing checklists for everyone in the group.

6. Students will exchange checklists with each other. 

7. Allow time for class to discuss what the learned from this activity. Bring closure to the lesson by emphasizing or encouraging student to conclude that first impressions are not only important during interviews but also our daily interactions with each other.
