Lesson Plan-Tuesday Tours-Marily T. Deuser

Purpose/Learning Objectives:  The purpose of this lesson is to have students determine and discuss their personality type and how that relates to a  potential career of their interest.

Previous Learning:  Students have been to the computer lab and registered for the school district’s Naviance program.  They have then completed a personality/interest inventory which gives them information about which careers they might be interested in based on the Holland Codes.

To assist the students in learning how to use the results of their personality inventory to relate this to career information, I use myself as an example.  I describe to them what my personality codes were and how that is evident in my career as a school counselor (a helping profession.)  I tell them about what education was required for my present job and what previous jobs have led up to this one.  I am a good example of one’s changing careers after several years.  Students will use the internet to access the information about their chosen career.  They can use the DOT (Dictionary of Occupational Titles) to assist them.  The Naviance program also has information about education/training needed for specific careers.  It also has a college search they can use if they are interested in a college degree as a prerequisite for their career path.

The evaluation of this knowledge will be in the student’s presentation to the class on one career they have researched based on their personality codes.  They have the option of writing a paper and reading it to the class, or they can choose their own creative method for assessment such as a power point, video, poster, etc.  The elements that need to be in their presentation are: name of personality type code and the career, what education/training is needed for that career, what the average salary is, what the job outlook is for the next 10 years, and in which career cluster that occupation is listed.
