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Purpose
To demonstrate to students how the Pack Principals they learn about at Rocky are valued in the work place no matter what career path they choose to follow.
Thinking Parts
· Students will learn that teamwork, communication and attitude are important to them in the workplace

· Students will learn how the pack principals support them in the areas of teamwork, communication and attitude

· Students will determine how teamwork, communication and attitude are demonstrated effectively in the work place

· Students will interview an adult about their employment experience as it relates to these qualities and make a class presentation about what they learned.  
Lesson Plan

     Objective

· To increase awareness of how interpersonal skills and character traits, such as those taught in Lobo 101, are directly related to success in the workplace.
      Prerequisites

             Students will have learned the Pack Principals that are taught in Lobo 101, which is a course taught to all 9th and 10th graders at Rocky.  Students participate in a collaborative, respectful, inclusive, and reflective environment to build self and social awareness. They will understand the connections between decisions and consequences as a way to make healthy choices and demonstrate first class behaviors.  They will learn how to apply effective and flexible communication skills for personal and academic success.  The Pack Principals are: attitude, gratitude, respect, organization, balance, discipline, focus, discipline, integrity, honesty, trust, perseverance, persistence, commitment, responsibility, work ethic, purpose, courage, belief, compassion and service.  

Core Lesson

 
The teacher tells the class that employers in all industries are looking for skilled workers, but they are also looking for people who have a positive attitude, can work with a  team and know how to communicate.  The Pack Principals fit with what employers say they value in their employees.  

· Tell students, “Think about your dream job.  Write in your journals about one of the Pack Principals telling how it is important to your dream job.”
· Ask for volunteers to share what they have written in their journals.

· Split the class into three groups.  Each group chooses someone to write and someone to report out to the class.  The group members are given one of the three words, Teamwork, Attitude, or Communication on a large piece of paper. The group is instructed to list on the paper what they think these words mean in the workplace.  What is the “boss” looking for in an employee in these areas? 
· After giving groups time for discussion the reporter in each group shares what they have written on their list.
· After students are done sharing the teacher will ask the group to finish the statements. These statements are written on the board for all to see.

· Students will complete an individual assignment.  They are asked to interview an adult about their experience on the job related to one of the concepts discussed.  (Teamwork, Communication, Attitude)
